You must not be closely related to or be a member of the BBC or Silver River Productions staff or anyone connected with the programme.

8.
You cannot have been convicted of any serious crime. Details of unspent convictions should be listed on the application form.

If you are chosen to participate in the Programme, you agree to authorise Silver River Productions to conduct background checks in order to verify any of the information you have supplied and you agree to provide them with any assistance or further information necessary to do this.
