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Where are we?


Baker’s Alley, Fern Lane, Haddenham, Buckinghamshire, HP17 8HS


This is 20 miles from Oxford, that is 30 minutes by car or 30 minutes using the 280 bus that stops outside Fern Lane.


45 minutes from London, using Haddenham & Thame Parkway main line station that takes you into London Marylebone.  The station is 10 minutes walk through the village from the cottage.


What does the accommodation consist of?


The cottage is a converted bake-house built over 300 years ago.  It was converted in 1999 and so combines modern convenience with period charm.  Gas fired central heating ensures the cottage is cosy, even during the winter.


The cottage consists of a fully fitted kitchen, complete with Neff electric oven and gas hob, washer/dryer, fridge, microwave and all kitchen accessories.  
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Leading off the kitchen is a large living room with semicircular dining area that will readily seat six.  
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The living room has a comfortable three-piece suite, bookcases, television with DVD and VHS player. Games, books and videos/DVDs are provided. French windows open onto a private terrace with patio table and chairs. 
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Upstairs the main bedroom has wonderfully exposed old cruck frame beams.  The view from the French windows, up Fern Lane, takes in traditional thatched cottages.  The room has a double bed, dressing table, wardrobe and bedside tables.  An electric blanket is provided during the wintertime for extra comfort.

Off the landing is a modern bathroom complete with toilet, bath with shower and wash hand basin.
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The smaller bedroom also benefits from tastefully exposed beams a wardrobe and two single beds.


The bedroom has many children’s books and toys.
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How much does it cost?


This varies according to the time of the year but low season is £350 per week, midseason is £400 and high season is £480.  Short breaks are available during the low season.  


These prices include all gas, electricity and bedding.





What is included with the cottage?


All bed linen, towels, tea towels and table wear are included.  A welcome pack is provided on arrival. 





What is not allowed?


Unfortunately we do not allow any pets and smoking is only allowed outside in the courtyard.





How do we get there?


The nearest motorway is the M 40, we are 15 minutes from Junction 8A if you are coming from the North or Junction 7 from the South. Follow signs for the A418 to Thame, then Haddenham.  Fern lane is alongside the Bakery which is at the end of the Thame Road.


To arrive by train use the Chiltern Line from Birmingham Snowhill or London Marylebone.   


Coming from the East, head for Aylesbury and take the A418 towards Oxford. Turn left at the Bugle Horn pub, signposted for Haddenham.

How do we get a key when we arrive?


Knock on the door of no.3 Baker’s Alley, either John or Ailsa will be available to settle you in and give you a key.
