5. ALL ENTRANTS under 18 years must have their Entry Form COUNTERSIGNED by a
Responsible Adult, being a Parent, Guardian, Carer or Teacher

6. DELIVER BY NOON on the closing date. Guidance on how to submit entries and about the
Prize Giving, will be published nearer to the closing date

7. PHOTOGRAPHS TO BE RETURNED Guidance on photographs requested to be returned, will
be published nearer to the closing date

8. THE JUDGING PANEL will include a professional photographer, and the judges will have sole
discretion in the allocation of awards. The judges’ decision is final, and no correspondence or
discussion will be entered into
